Professor V.S. Ram was the main inspiration behind the 
establishment of the first Department of Political Science in 
the University of Lucknow in 1922.

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Sri Nihal Singh Yadav IPSA National Award for

The Indian Political Science Association proudly 
announces its Sri Nihal Singh Yadav IPSA National Award 
for Contribution to the Study of Ancient Indian Politics for 
the year 2014 to Professor Shri Prakash Mani Tripathi.

Shri Nihal Singh Yadav was a philanthropic 
educationalist of rural Delhi, a popular teacher of English, 
deeply spiritual scholar of History, Urdu, Arabic and Persian 
and a trusted Ayurvedic practitioner. He travelled to Iran, 
Iraq, Egypt, Afghanistan, Japan etc with the army during the 
Second World War, but left it at the first opportunity, took a 
degree in Ayurveda and started a flourishing practice. 
Besides, he continued further studies and acquired degrees in 
Education and History and soon was invited to head a DAV 
School amidst Samaipur Badli Villages in Rural Delhi which 
he expanded to a senior secondary school. While studying 
Ayurveda, he was fascinated by Sanskrit which continued 
lifelong and made him advise his own children and a number 
of his students study Sanskrit and appreciate India and its 
civilization roots.

Professor Shri Prakash Mani Tripathi is a senior political 
scientist with a teaching career of more than 35 years. He is a 
Professor of Political Science in Deen Dayal Upadhyaya 
Gorakhpur University, Gorakhpur. He has published fifteen 
books and twenty two research papers. He is a long time 
member of the Indian Political Science Association. He 
specializes in Indian government and politics. Professor 
Tripathi has been a scholar of ancient Indian politics. He has 
published works on the Indian Tradition of Statecraft and 
Agni Purana, Politics in Mahabharat, Democratic System in 
Ancient India, Revisiting Political Thought: Indian and 
Western Perspectives, etc.
